The Bellevue Municipal Utilities met in regular session on August 13, 2014 at 12:00 noon in the 
Council Chambers with Chairman Ken Walsh presiding.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA 

It was moved by Zeimet and seconded by Nudd to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 
unanimously.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT 

Ploessl indicated that approximately 20% of the electric meters have been upgraded.  The staff 
has just started doing the water meter upgrade.  They are working on the transformer installation 
for Rockwell as the transformer should be arriving in the very near future.  Ploessl spent a 
considerable amount of time working with Herrig on staffing issues for the Utilities.   The new 
Utility truck has arrived.

TOM MEYER BELLEVUE COMMUNITY SCHOOLS 

Mr. Meyer appeared before the Board to discuss the wastewater fee for the athletic field 
irrigation.  This matter had been discussed in the past. Tom recently assumed the position of 
School Superintendent and would like to resolve this matter. Herrig recommended that the Board 
consider and approve Resolution No. 02-14UB Establishing Wastewater Rates for school athletic 
fields.  It was moved by Zeimet and seconded by Nudd to approve Resolution No. 02-14UB 
Establishing Wastewater Rates for School Athletic Fields.  Motion carried unanimously. 

 

RESOLUTION NO. 02-14UB 

 

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING WASTEWATER RATES FOR THE IRRIGATION OF 
SCHOOL ATHLETIC FIELDS 

 

WHEREAS, the Bellevue Municipal Utility Board of Trustees is responsible for the operation of 
the Wastewater system in the City of Bellevue, and 



 

WHEREAS, the management of the Wastewater system includes the responsibility of 
establishing a fair rate structure for all customers, and 

 

WHEREAS, a request has been made by the Bellevue Community School System for payment 
relief on wastewater expense for irrigation (A copy of which is attached to this resolution) 
associated with use of athletic fields 

 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the following school wastewater rate is 
established: 

 

1.  Any school may request a reduced rate for wastewater fees on irrigation use and athletic 
field operation. 

2. A separate meter will need to be installed to measure water use.  All meter and 
installation expense is the responsibility of the customer. 

3. The water from this meter can only be used for irrigation purposes and the activities 
related to the use of the athletic fields including but not limited to concessions and rest 
rooms.   

4. Any usage of water from the designated meter will have a reduced wastewater rate 
equaling 50% of the normal wastewater rate. 

 

This reduced rate is offered to provide for the safety of community athletes participating in 
athletic events in the City of Bellevue.

The Board then discussed filling the Journeyman Lineman Position and agreed that they would 
review all the applicants and discuss this matter further at the September 10, 2014 meeting. 

 

SALARY PLAN 

Herrig presented a revised utility salary plan to the Board for their consideration.  It was moved 
by Walsh and seconded by Zeimet to adopt the amended salary plan effective July 1, 2015.  
Motion carried unanimously.
