OUTDOOR WOOD FURNACES

Herrig reviewed a recommendation from the Planning and Zoning commission concerning
outdoor wood furnaces. It was their consensus that this type of structure should not be
allowed in the City of Bellevue. It was moved by Roth and seconded by Blitgen to prepare the
proper ordinance to ban all outdoor wood furnaces within the City limits of Bellevue.
